Dear Grade 12 Parents/Guardians:

It is the time of year to begin application processes for post-secondary.  If your students have not booked a time to see me yet this year and are planning to attend post-secondary school in the fall they should do so before the end of January.  Please talk with your students about their plans for next year. Students who are unsure of their post secondary plans/options should try the online career matchmaker through Career Cruising. The log in information is included with the attached application and scholarship information.
Some University deadlines are by the end of January.  Attached I have highlighted the U of R and U of S deadlines.  SIAST has varying deadlines.  Many programs are not competitive entry and as such applications are looked at by submission date.  Thus the earlier the application is submitted the better.  Nursing is however competitive entry and the deadline is February 15.  Most Bible schools are not competitive entry and accept applications into the summer.  However, in all schools, residence opportunities are better for those who apply early.  I will help your students look into deadlines for their school(s) of interest; please discuss this with them and send them to me with a list of questions/schools to investigate.  Please note individual programs may have separate deadlines.  
Most schools have an on-line application process. I will assist students with applications as needed.  All applications will require a fee; students with a few schools of interest and who can afford the application fees may find it beneficial to apply to multiple schools.  For most applications you will need to submit an “unofficial transcript” which is sometimes referred to as a “preliminary statement of high school standing.” You can request this from Mrs. McLaren or Mrs. Munson in the High School Administration Office. Please allow us some time to process your request. 

Many schools offer early application dates in conjunction with scholarship applications.  Students who are interested in applying for scholarships should be looking at this deadline as well.  I have indicated the deadline for U of R and U of S.  I have also included some web sites to look at for other scholarship opportunities.

All students who are applying to go to Universities, Colleges or Institutes next year must mail a Form 9 and a $15.00 fee to the Ministry of Education in Regina to request that their “Official Transcripts” be sent to the schools that they are applying to. These transcripts will be sent after you graduate. You can get a form from Mrs. McLaren in the High School Administration Office or you can download one at http://www.education.gov.sk.ca/transcripts . If you forget to do this, you will not be formally accepted into any school.
