Tuition Policy

Grade Level Yearly Fees
Registration $300
All Grades $12,200
Homestay $9,600
English Camp $600 per week

A non-refundable registration fee of $300,
tuition and along with the registration must
accompany first time applications. Letters of
confirmation of enrolment will not be issued

without the tuition. Homestay should be

paid before the student’s arrival.

Discounts for New Students

A 10% discount for additional family will be given on tuition fees only if registration

and payment is received by June 1st. Or Nov 1st *After June 1st or Nov 1st no discounts will be
applied to tuition fees.

Homestay

- $9,600 per year (10 months)

- Regina Christian School will not be responsible to provide any type of homestay or
accommodation to students or parents during Summer break (July & Aug)

- All homestay will be arranged by Regina Christian School.

- Regina Christian School will not provide homestay for parents who visit their child or children
during the school year.

- Homestay fee should be paid before the student’s arrival.

Policy Regarding Letters of Admission

For new Visa students we require application registration, a non-refundable fee of $300.00.
Tuition Fee needs to be received before letters of admission will be sent.

Letters of confirmation of enrolment will not be issued without these.

Refund Policy
In the event that I am unable to obtain a Student Authorization or decide not to attend or leave the
International Education Program, I agree that only a portion of the paid tuition fee will be refunded.
In all cases, the application fee will be retained to cover administrative expenses. The following
refund policy will apply for each school year for which a student is registered.
a. Full refund except the Application Fee, if the Student Authorization application is not approved.
(Original copy of rejection letter from the Embassy is required.)
b. If the student withdraws prior to date of enrolment,2/3 of the tuition and
Homestay fee are refundable.
c. If the student withdraws within 30 days from the first school day, 1/2 of the all fees are
refundable and three months of homestay fee will be charged.
d. No refund on all fees after one month of attendance(30days) at the school and
three months of homestay fee will be charge.
e. No refund on all fee and the homestay fee with expelling.
f. If parent(s) get the permanent resident visa or the working permit during the school years,
there will be no refund of the tuition and the homestay fee.
